It WaJ3 part of his duty 
to amlounce to-the public tlle particular orrences for Which the prisoner 
Was being punished. On such occasions it was manifest that Biily WElB 
more successful in applying the rods, than he was in enuroorating the 
orrences or the culprits. After giving a lis t of wrongs of which the 
women were supposed to he guilty as far as his memory served him, he would 
invariably conclude his harangue saying:" and others too numerous to 
mention" • 

It is now a half century and more since tne flagilation of worren, 
and the stocks, and the whipping pos t have bee n seen in Shelburne. 'lite 
fact that ~ have no women in this part of tho country now-a-days that 
ought to be tied to a cart tail, and pnaded through the town, and bea~n 
w ith blrc~ rodS, may be attributed, partly to tne growth of Civilization, 
and partly to the foct that a great many women have gone to Boston, or 
elsewhere.

She wore a fresh and 
pleaaant expression during the presence of her callers anCl appeared to 
enjoy the occasioi:l. She is absolu-rely free from disease of any l<ind. 
The clay tenement Wherein her cheerful spiri t ~bideB may yet, for nome 
years, be sufficient to endure the strain to which her advanced age is 
subjecting it •
